Adolf Rosentreter was born on February 5, 1874 at Tomoscheld in Poland and died on September 
30, 1964 in Swan River, Manitoba at an old age of 90 years and 7 months. He was baptized when he 
was 19. In 1895 he married Martha Di ..... (unfortunately unreadable). This marriage was blessed 
with 6 children, 2 of whom preceded the father in death. He came to Canada in 1912, but his wife 
and children stayed behind. His wife died on the run in Germany in 1917.  

In 1922 Adolf Rosentreter had a second marriage to Lydia Fritzle in Hubbart. They had 3 children. In 
1935 they moved to Swan River, where Adolf worked as a farmer until 1950 and then retired. Here 
he joined the Temple community. His two sons Samuel Rosentreter in Germany and Benjamin 
Rosentreter in Winnipeg, his two daughters Olga Gause in Germany and Martha Baum in the United 
States mourned his death from his first marriage.  

From the second marriage, his dear wife Lydia Rosentreter and his 3 daughters Mary in Swan River, 
Helen Kaiser in Alberta and Lillian Graves in Waseca mourned for him. 

 The deceased also leaves his two brothers Gustav Rosentreter in Argentina and Daniel Rosentreter 
in Swan River, his sister Maria Schneider in Germany, 18 grandchildren and 11 great-grandchildren 
and many acquaintances and friends.
